Bula All,

Despite the poor turnout at the executive committee meeting this morning we, namely Suli Sandys, Bill Powell and myself went ahead mindful of the urgency that prevails over this matter. These are the two members who traveled the furthest and I am thankful to them for having LPS at heart especially at this time.
After briefing them on the outcome of Manasa and I's meet with the C.E.O. - Education two weeks ago in regards to Government's re-building arrangement with the Primary block and their request if we the old scholars could assist with the furniture because of certain financial constraints, we have decided to go ahead with this appeal. We feel the best way forward with this project is to split the areas into chapters and set targets accordingly as follows:

Fiji - $20,000 and consist of Suva = $10,000, Western = $8,000, Levuka = $2,000. For Fiji we will have the respective reps on the executive committee responsible for their areas ie. Cecil, Ambo & Sakenasa for Suva, Bill Powell for West and Suli and Matthew for Levuka
 

Australia - F$20,000 and consist of Sydney = $10,000, Brisbane = $10,000.Sydney can have Nabou & Bob together with Alan coordinating things there and Rosalind organising for Brisbane as she would be the most energetic up that way and can nominate her team accordingly from the talent that’s there.
 

US/Canada/UK - F$20,000 Ada no doubt has things under wrap with her hands-on crew and Charles McGoon can liase with her from the UK so you have the Vagadaci to Waitovu combination clicking up that way backed by the evergreen Elayne, Dotty, Tetha and Violet and my small brother Wing
 

New Zealand - F$10,000. I am not familiar how our friends over in the Land of the long white clouds operate but with Alex and Diane I am confident they should be able to activate things over there.
 

The commite would be grateful if these numbers are achieved by December end please, considering that school resumes the new term on 24th January 06.We rest the idea of fundraising entirely into your respective areas but do seek your urgent attention in having this going as soon as practical please. I will email the Bank Account Number as soon as I receive it from Suli upon her return on Monday morning so that control is transparent and the signatories are either Suli, Gwen Sahai of Wespac or Master Sikeli the Head Teacher at L.P.S.-Primary.

The transfer of funds to this account could be optional either made progressively or as and when funds become available after each fundraising event but the discretion is entirely yours.

The total number of Desk and chairs required total 320 sets with 240 sets for Class 3-8 and 80 sets for Class 1 & 2.and a provisional cost on this is $30,000 but this does not include the furniture for the teachers and other relevant items like drawers, filing cabinets and general stationery to cover the 12 class rooms with a roll of 300 plus. We have also made provisions for the Form 3 class adjacent to the secondary block that was also burnt to ashes.

I am sure that there are times when we always think back of our old school which has made us what we are to-day but if there was a time for us to think of the school it is now when she needs us most to lend her a helping hand. I am confident the "Lest We Forget" spirit will touch our hearts and make us rise to the occasion and make it happen.
