We are expecting a shortfall with the target set but if in the event we should exceed the above total than we could accommodate the 6 sets of Table & Chairs required for the secondary form teachers totalling $1734 and allocate the balance towards the Technical Tool Shed project for the $90,000 tools that Alex Chang is to donate to set up the Vocational Training Centre for youths on Ovalau and the entire Lomaiviti Group. We had been mindful of this when setting the targets but like in any such fundraising projects you will encounter those that give genuinely and others who would be undecided and others that would sit on the fence and jump in once they see things happening but hopefully with the response so far we should finish off on a positive note.
Yes the new school building will be insured to avoid a repeat of this situation in future and please be rest assured that your funds will be effectively managed for the purpose it is given. The school has funds to see the children into school in the new term and to stand in for incidental expenses that will be experienced by them once the building starts.
